
Floating Banner Guideline 

Floating 
(TI) 



•  Files should be compatible with 247 RealMedia. 
•  Flash files should be submitted as SWF, FLA files of Flash 8.0 version. 
•  Banner files should be submitted 4 days before the campaign starts.  

•  File name should include the campaign title, submitting date and the banner size. 
   Ex) 090918_Campain_450_250.swf  
•  Text should be included as a form of image. (No Font)  
 

Basic Guide 



• Floating TI banner has 2 different banners, a main banner and a reminder banner.  
• The main banner displays right under the headline. 
• The reminder can be omitted.

Floating Banner Guide 



• 450x250:  You may go with just one file or decide to break the creative into up to 3 separate files
, where the first file calls the other files using the loadMovie function.  The publisher guideline su
ggests a limit of 200K total, but you may go over the limit if necessary. 

•  Max file size is 50kb. (it can be flexible)   
•  Max file number is 3.  
•  In case the file size is over 50kb, the file can be created using the loadMovie function.  
•  If the loadMovie function is used, the path of the next file should be set in the file. 
•  You can set the path of the next file as following: 

loadMovieNum("http://adimg1.donga.com/Creatives/load/[2nd_file_name].swf ", 1); 
loadMovieNum("http://adimg1.donga.com/Creatives/load/[3rd_file_name].swf ", 2); 

 
• 110x50:  This is the little reminder unit that's visible when the 450x250 banner is closed. 

 File size and loadMovie function 



•  Floating TI banner use <GET URL> function. 
•  Following Actions need to be included additionally. 
•  <Close Button> must be in the movie.

Rich Media: Video Banner Guide 
 
•   Max file size of video banner is 50KB.  
•   If it is hard to reduce the size of the banner using the loadMovie function,  
   each file can be up to 200KB while the first file still remains in 50KB.   
•   Sound-off is default and sound on/off button must be included.
